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As a result of the study, the contribution of individual-typological variables
“behavioral inhibition” (BIS), “communicative ergicity”, “intellectual ergicity”,
“intellectual speed” and “hostility” in classifying individuals into a risk group for
repeated violent crimes was revealed, which has high sensitivity and specificity,
which confirms the high significance of individual-typological characteristics in
predicting the repeated commission of violent crimes.
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
